NEW FILMS

ALLEGRO

(Drama / Dir: Christoffer Boe / With Ulrich Thomsen, Helena Christensen / Germany 2005 / 88 mins / Cert 18)

After a long absence, famous pianist Zetterstrom returns from New York to his native Copenhagen for a gala recital. When a messenger from a mysterious off-limits "zone" in the middle of the city contacts him, he is forced to try and reconnect with what made him run away and his love for the captivating Andrea.
ANGELIC CONVERSATION, THE 

(Dir: Derek Jarman / With Paul Reynolds , Phillip Williamson / UK 1985 / 78 mins / Cert PG)

Intense, dreamlike, and poetic, The Angelic Conversation is one of the most artistic of Derek Jarman's films. With his painter's eye Jarman conjured, in a beautiful palette of light, colour and texture, an evocative and radical visualisation of Shakespeare's love poems.

ANTIBODIES (ANTIKORPER)
(Horror-Thriller / Dir: Christian Alvart / With Andre Hennicke, Wotan Wilke Mohring / Germany 2005 / 123 mins / Cert 18)

When serial killer Gabriel Engel is captured in a spectacular police strike, a small town cop Michael Martens travels to interrogate him, believing him to be responsible for the brutal murder of a child from his village.

Despite making more headway than the other more experienced detectives, Martens becomes increasingly troubled by his conversations with Engel.  Finding his beliefs shaken, Martens soon becomes a dangerous threat to those around him.

AWESOME; I... SHOT THAT! 

(Documentary / Dir: Adam Yauch / USA-Canada 2006 / 90 mins / Cert 15)

On the 9th of October 2004, the Beastie Boys handed out 50 video cameras to audience members at their sold out performance in New York’s famed Madison Square Garden. These newly appointed cameramen, dotted around the stadium, were given one simple instruction: Just keep shooting!

Never before has the energy and excitement of a live performance been captured so precisely, so accurately and so faithfully. 

BROTHERS OF THE HEAD 

(Dir: Keith Fulton, Louis Pepe / With Bryan Dick, Harry Treadaway / UK 2005 / 93 mins / Cert 18)

From the award winning filmmakers who brought us Lost in La Mancha comes this mind-blowing expose of one of music's most controversial movements - Punk!

Based on the novel by Brian Aldiss, Brothers of the Head is the explosive story of shadowy cultural icons Tom and Barry Howes, conjoined twins from an isolated headland on the east coast of England.  Plucked from the safety of their isolation in the mid-seventies they were groomed by one of rock's leading impresarios to be part of the burgeoning English punk rock scene, soon to take the world by storm.

CARAVAGGIO  

(Dir: Derek Jarman / With Nigel Terry, Sean Bean, Garry Cooper / UK 1986 / 93 mins / Cert 15)

Derek Jarman struggled for seven years to bring his portrait of the seventeenth-century Italian artist Michelangelo da Caravaggio to the screen. The result was well worth the wait, and was greeted with critical acclaim.

The film centres on an imagined love-triangle between Caravaggio, his friend and model Ranuccio, and Ranuccio's low-life partner Lena.

CELLO 

(Horror / Dir: Lee Woo-Chul / With Park Da-Han, Sung-Hyan-Ah / South Korea 2005 / 90 mins / Cert 15)

After surviving a terrifying car accident that killed her best friend, Mi-ju longs for a peaceful and stable life as a music teacher at a local college.  But when horrifying memories of the accident begin to surface, her tranquil life quickly becomes a nightmare.  A supernatural evil seeks revenge against her and her family, and until she knows the reason why, no-one is safe.

CLIMATES (IKLIMLER)

(Drama / Dir: Nuri Bilge Ceylan / With Ebru Ceylan, Nuri Bilge Ceylan / Turkey 2006 / 97 mins / Cert 15)

Climates is a deeply personal and extraordinarily realised tale of a painful break-up between a college professor (played by the director Nuri Bilge Ceylan) and his television producer wife (Ceylan's real-life spouse Ebru). As with Ceylan's earlier film Uzak, Climates is characterised by the director's trademark visual style - with superb compositions and lighting throughout - and a decidedly realist take on the intricacies of human relationships and the emotional pitfalls that punctuate them.

DERSU UZALA 

(Dir: Akira Kurosawa / With Maksim Munzuk, Yuri Solomin / Japan-Russia 1975 / 144 mins / Cert U)

One of Kurosawa’s remarkable, late-period films, Dersu Uzala was his only work produced and financed outside of Japan. It's an extraordinary tale of friendship and survival, based on the memoirs of Russian explorer Vladimir Arseniev, and boasts stunning cinematography and breathtaking physical beauty.

DESTRICTED 

(Drama / Dir: Larry Clark, Gaspar Noé, Sam Taylor-Wood, Matthew Barney, Richard Prince, Marco Brambilla and Marina Abramovic / USA 2006 / 115 mins / Cert 18)

Destricted invited seven artists to make short films representing their views on sex and pornography. The result is a collection of sexy, humorous, stimulating and provocative scenarios. These distinctive and entirely uncensored films portray very different points of view, revealing diverse attitudes about how we represent ourselves sexually.

DICKENS BEFORE SOUND

(Dir: various / UK-USA 1901-1922 / Cert E / Silent with music / 171 mins)

Almost one hundred film versions of Dickens' stories were made before the coming of sound, predominantly in Britain and the USA, but also in countries such as France, Italy, Russia, Germany and Denmark. Sadly, only about a third of them are known to have survived and have rarely been seen. This collection of films, the majority of which are previously unreleased, shows how early cinema storytelling developed, as practitioners of this wonderful new art struggled to transform a tale from page to screen.

DREAMS THAT MONEY CAN BUY

(Dir: Hans Richter / With Jack Bittner, Werner Brandes / USA 1948 / 81 mins / Cert 12)

Joe, a young man down on his luck, discovers he has the power to create dreams, and sets up a business selling them to others. The 'dreams' he gives to his clients are the creations of Max Ernst, Fernand Leger, May Ray, Marcel Duchamp, Alexander Calder and Ritcher himself, and the result is by turns playful, hypnotic, satirical, charming and nightmarish.
DRIVING LESSONS 

(Comedy / Dir: Jeremy Brock / With Julie Walters, Laura Linney / UK 2006 / 94 mins / Cert 15)

Ben is a shy London teenager trying to escape from the clutches of his religious mother.  He finally gets his chance when he meets retired actress Evie who whisks him off to Edinburgh, learning along the way to drive, dance, and pick up girls. Driving Lessons is a hilarious, feel-

good comedy starring two of the UK's most popular comic actors, playing unlikely friends on a heart-warming journey of self-discovery.

EROS 

(Drama / Dir: Wong Kar Wai (The Hand), Steven Soderbergh (Equilibrium), Michelangelo Antonioni (The Dangerous Thread Of Things) / Italy 2004 / 102 mins / Cert 15)

Eros is an anthology of three medium length films on the subject of eroticism and love, from a trio of the world’s most extraordinary directors, Wong Kar Wai, Steven Soderbergh, and Michelangelo Antonioni. Each take his own unique approach to the theme: Wong with a richly textured and achingly emotional ribald tale; Soderbergh with a wry and perverse comedy; and Antonioni with his philosophical meditation on the chasm between men and women.

GABRIELLE

(Drama / Dir: Patrice Chéreau / With Isabelle Huppert, Pascal Greggory / France 2005 / 90 mins / Cert 15)

A house where people like to come. Long evenings spent listening, watching, laughing, saying one thing and then the other. That’s the advantage of a circle of habitués: everybody knows everybody. Outbursts of honesty, extremes of secrecy, moments of doubt and founded or unfounded joy...

GHOST OF MAE NAK 

(Horror / Dir: Mark Duffield / With Pataratida Pacharawirapong, Siwat Chotchaicharin / Thailand 2005 / 102 mins / Cert 15)

When a young newlywed couple acquire an antique brooch and buy an old abandonned house its not long before they come into contact with "Mae Nak", a figure of horror and despair from one of Thailand's most enduring ghost legends.

Ghost of Mae Nak combines shocking and memorable moments of horror with heart-stopping thriller suspense.
HEADING SOUTH (VERS LE SUD)

(Drama / Dir: Laurent Cantet / With Charlotte Rampling, Karen Young / Canada-France 2005 / 105 mins / Cert 15)

Three North American women converge on the island of Haiti looking for flirtation, relaxation and respite from their mundane lives. They are soon captivated by Legba, a local Adonis-like boy, who opens their eyes to the poverty and dangers of living in Haiti in the midst of the "Baby Doc" Duvalier dictatorial regime. 

I SAW BEN BARKA GET KILLED 

(Drama / Dir: Serge Le Peron / With Charles Berling, Simon Abkarian, Josiane Balasko / France 2005 / 98 mins / Cert 15)

January 1966: In a Paris flat police discover the body of Georges Figon, the man who broke the scandal of the Ben Barka affair and undermined Gaullist power.

A year earlier, tired of dodgy deals and petty scams, ex-con Georges Figon had gone in search of something big. Through his underworld connections he had got himself hired 

as producer for a documentary on decolonialisation to be written by Marguerite Duras and directed by Georges Franju.

INFERNAL AFFAIRS 3 (WU JIAN DAO III: JI WU JIAN)

(Dir: Wai-Keung Lau / With Chiu-Wai Leung, Tak-Wah Lau / Hong-Kong-China 2004 / 117 mins / Cert 15 )

Ten months after Infernal Affairs was concluded by the murder of Yan, Ming finds his career on the rocks and his marriage over. To rescue his career he begins a reckless clandestine investigation into his hotshot colleague Yeung, whose meteoric rise mirrored his own prior to Yan’s death. 

Infernal Affairs III covers the relationship between the central characters and the gradual loss of Ming’s sanity as his personality begins to blur into that of the now long dead Yan. 

INNER SENSES 

(Dir: Lo Chi-Leung / With Karena Lam, Leslie Cheung / Hong Kong 2002 / 100 mins 

/ Cert 15)

A young woman who is plagued by visions of ghosts eventually seeks the help of a psychiatrist. After embarking on a relationship with each other, the psychiatrist begins to start seeing ghosts specifically that of a teenage girl he once wronged.  As he begins to fall apart, he must find a way to put both himself and the ghost at peace.

JEKYLL + HYDE 

(Horror / Dir: Nick Stillwell / With Bryan Fisher, Bree Turner / USA 2006 / 97 mins / Cert 15)

This modern re-telling of the classic tale sees a group of medical students experimenting with the chemical make-up of ecstasy.

Their aim is nothing more than an adolescent attempt to create a drug that will adapt and enhance their personalities and in doing so make them the popular and successful people that they crave to be.

With no choice but to test the drug on themselves they quickly uncover a new and horrific side to their personalities.

KEANE 

(Dir: Lodge H. Kerrigan / With Damian Lewis, Abigail Breslin / USA 2004 / 90 mins / Cert 15)

Featuring a tour-de-force performance from Damian Lewis, Keane is an intense study of a schizophrenic man who desperately seeks to find out what happened to his daughter, who disappeared when he was distracted at a New York bus terminal. Lewis is extraordinary in a hugely demanding role, and the audience is often in doubt as to whether his view can to be trusted. 
LITTLE FISH 

(Dir: Rowan Woods / With Cate Blanchett, Sam Neill / Australia 2005 / 114 mins / Cert 15)

How do you learn to love again when the pain of the past won't let you go?  When you're 32 with a troubled history and a doubtful future, it's a question that isn't so easy to answer.  And for Tracy Heart (Academy Award winner Cate Blanchett), it's a question she can no longer ignore. 

LOOK BOTH WAYS 

(Dir: Sarah Watt / Anthony Hayes, Justine Clarke / Australia 2005 / 100 mins / Cert 12)

Opening with one man being hit by a train whilst another is diagnosed with testicular cancer, you'd be surprised to find that what follows is actually a love story.  Nick, who is trying to live a normal life after being told he has cancer, ends up meeting Meryl, the only witness to the tragic train accident.  Instantly drawn to one another the two share their experiences of life and death whilst their family and friends suffer their own personal crises.

PINK NARCISSUS 

(Dir: James Bidgood / With Bobby Kendall / USA 1971 / 65 mins / Cert 18)

An outrageous underground gay classic from the Seventies, focusing on the erotic fantasies of a beautiful boy prostitute as he cruises through various sets - sleazy club, Arabian Nights orgy, urinal, Ancient Rome. In each fantasy he is both the subject and object of desire. It is a hallucinogenic treat, reminiscent of Lindsay Kemp and Kenneth Anger. The film vanished for many years and was only recently rediscovered and its anonymous director revealed to be James Bidgood.

QUAY BROTHERS: THE SHORT FILMS 1979-2003

(Compilation of 13 short films / Dir: Quay Brothers / UK-Europe-Japan 2006 / 255 mins / Cert 12)

Filtering a huge range of literary, musical, cinematic and philosophical influences through their own utterly distinctive sensibility, each Quay film is a dialogue-free and usually non-narrative experience, riveting the attention through hypnotic control of décor, music and movement. With a grasp of the uncanny that rivals Luis Buñuel and Lewis Carroll, their films evoke half-remembered dreams and long-suppressed childhood memories, fascinating and deeply unsettling by turns. 

ROOST, THE 

(Horror /Dir: Ti West / With Tom Wooman, Karl Jacob / USA 2005 / 88 mins / Cert 18) 

Four friends are on the way to a wedding when their car breaks down on a dark lonely country highway. A nearby abandoned farmhouse seems to be their only choice of sanctuary. But walking towards the flickering porch light and strangely vacant premises, they hear ominous rustling sounds. The disturbing noises appear to be coming from a creepy old barn, which contains an unimaginable terror - a swarm of bloodthirsty vampire bats waiting to turn their dread-filled victims into murderously rabid zombies.

SATANTANGO 

(Dir: Bela Tarr / With Nihaly Vig, Dr Putyi Horvath / Hungary-Germany 1994 / 430 mins / Cert 15)

Set in a struggling Hungarian agricultural collective, a group of lost souls reeling from the collapse of their Communist utopia face an uncertain future, until the arrival of a charismatic stranger in whom they believe lies their salvation.

SHANGHAI DREAMS 

(Dir: Wang Xiaoshuai / With Gao Yuanyuan, Li Bin / China 2005 / 115 mins / Cert 15)

Wu Zemin and his wife Meifen moved from Shanghai to Guiyang in the late 1960s. That was during Mao’s Cultural Revolution, when idealistic communists volunteered to relocate to ‘undeveloped’ areas to build and run new factories. Their new home was the capital of Guizhou Province in China’s south-western hinterlands. At the time, China feared an attack from the Soviet Union, and the inland factories were seen as a 'Third Line' in the national defense, far from the more vulnerable eastern coast.

SILENT SCREAM 

(Horror / Dir: Matt Cantu, Lance Kawas / Melissa Schuman, Scott Vickaryous / USA 2005 / 90 mins / Cert 18)   

When a college class volunteers to help their Psychology Professor with his research, they are rewarded with a winter weekend retreat at his remote island cottage. A short break, partying at Professor Barren’s cottage, sounds like a great excuse to go wild and party. But as the weekend warms up, one by one the friends begin to disappear.

As each classmate vanishes, their friend Nicole struggles to understand who is after them and why she has escaped... until now.

THREE TIMES 

(Dir: Hou Hsiao-Hsien / With Shu Qi, Chang Chen / Taiwan 2005 / 116 mins / Cert 15)

The great Taiwanese director Hou Hsiao-Hsien’s latest work, Three Times, is a beautiful and lyrical film, regarded by some critics as the best film shown at last year’s Cannes Film Festival. It features two of Asia’s biggest stars, Shu Qi and Chang Chen. They play different characters in three episodes set in different years and different eras, 1966, 1911 and 2005. The central theme is love and emotion: in this film Hou Hsiao-Hsien is commenting on our different expressions of love in different times.

TIDELAND 

(Dir: Terry Gilliam / With Jodelle Ferland, Brendan Fletcher / UK-Canada 2005 / 122 mins / Cert 15)

Jeliza-Rose is a young child in a very unusual situation - both her parents are junkies. When her mother dies, she embarks on a strange journey with her father, Noah, a rock'n'roll musician well past his time.

The film drifts between reality and fantasy as Jeliza-Rose escapes the vast loneliness of her new home into the fantasy world that exists in her imagination. As optimistic as it is surreal, as humorous as it is suspenseful - Tideland is a celebration of the power of a child's imagination.

WAR & PEACE 

(Dir: Sergei Bondarchuk / With Lyudmila Savelyeva, Vyacheslav Tikhonov / USSR 1968 / 403 mins / Cert PG)

Sergei Bondarchuck’s Academy Award winning eight hour epic is the cinema’s definitive adaptation of Leo Tolstoy’s literary classic. Skillfully interweaving intimate drama with some of the most breathtaking battle scenes ever brought to the screen, the film relays the triumphs, tragedies and romances that affect the lives of two aristocratic families at the time of Napoleon’s tumultuous invasion of Russia.

WITTGENSTEIN 

(Dir: Derek Jarman / With Karl Johnson, Michael Gough / UK-Japan 1993 / 69 mins / Cert 12)

Wittgenstein is a bold offbeat biography, personalised in Jarman's unique style to address the politics and sexuality of the great but troubled man. The result is no dry treatise, but a treat for eyes and mind alike.

WOMAN OF THE DUNES (SUNA NO ONNA)
(Dir: Hiroshi Teshigahara / With Eiji Okada, Kyoko Kishida/ Japan 1964 / 127 mins / Cert 15)

Out in the sand dunes, a woman lives alone at the bottom of the pit. One day the local villagers bring a man to her. He can't escape; gradually the two are drawn to each other. Out of this highly bizarre, if simple, situation, Teshigahara builds an atmospheric, highly charged and remarkably sensual exploration of the human condition.

ZIDANE: A 21st Century Portrait
(Documentary / Dir: Douglas Gordon, Philippe Parreno / France 2006 / 97 mins / Cert PG)

Zidane: A 21st Century Portrait presents a different approach to the sports film, creating a real time portrait and a far reaching, in-depth film, focusing on one of the greatest soccer players of the century: Zinédine Zidane. During the entire 92 minutes of a Real Madrid vs. Villarreal match, seventeen super-35mm Scope format cameras were set around the Bernabeu Stadium focusing solely on Zidane, who agreed to become the centre of attention for this out-of-the-ordinary, full-length feature film.
