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Tell No One

In this taut thriller, the case of a woman’s (Marie-Josee Croze) brutal murder is reopened years after the event and her husband (Francois Cluzet) becomes prime suspect. However the widower starts to receive emails which suggest his wife may still be alive.

Based on American author Harlan Coben’s best-seller, this intricately plotted multi-award winning film is reminiscent of Hollywood psychological thrillers - but better. The director avoids simply serving us a roaring melodrama by putting the emphasis on genuine emotions and quality acting. Cluzet puts in a crafted performance as the grieving husband and the supporting cast includes a who’s who of French cinema. Canet (34), actor turned director, adds a mature and stylish contribution to the tradition of French cinema transforming American thrillers into cinematic success.
